A few miles away is the lovely medieval village of Cortona, made famous by Frances Mayes in her book
Under the Tuscan Sun. Locations for painting abound in this lovely setting.

~ THE VILLA & ACCOMMODATIONS ~

Perched on a hillside, the Villa commands a stunning view of the valley below and offers brilliant sunsets to
guests lounging on the beautiful, spacious terrace. Once an expansive private residence, it has been renovated
into a charming bed and breakfast facility that can accommodate the needs of many types of groups, including
those of the painter. Rooms are generous in size, with stone floors and rag rugs. Laundry facilities and a pool are

available for guest use. See our website (www.lilipubs.com) for photos of the villa.

All rooms have telephones. Internet service is available in the lobby. There are only four private bedrooms with
private baths in this historic villa. All the other accommodations are two-bedroom apartments (with kitchens)
that have a single hall bathroom shared by the two bedrooms. A private room is defined as a bedroom with one
occupant. We have exclusive use of a large studio which will be shared by the two workshops.

The Villa’s on-site restaurant will prepare all our meals (except those when we are away for lunch) from
local produce, in healthy tasty Tuscan style. There is a bar at the Villa which serves coffee and alcoholic
beverages throughout the day, payable upon service, of course.
